Loans/Work Study

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Photocopying & Document Delivery
Self-service copiers are located in the Reference Reading Room and in the library stacks. Each student photocopy costs $0.075; copying can be paid for only with copy cards. Ask for a STUDENT Copy Card at the Main Desk inside the Biomedical Library. Additional value may be added to the copy card using cash at the vending machines located in the Reference section near the library entrance.

Document Delivery Service: ORION Express

With a valid UCLA library card, you can register with the Library’s document delivery service, called ORION Express, where you can request photocopies of articles or book chapters through ORION and have them sent to your home or office. For more information, go to the ORION Express web page at: http://www.library.ucla.edu/docdelivery/index.html. 

Interlibrary Loan

For books and articles from journals not owned by any UCLA Library, you may request a FREE interlibrary loan (ILL). In-person requests are accepted at the reference desk; electronic requests can be made via the ORION Express service or via the Internet by selecting “Electronic Request Form” on the UCLA Libraries Interlibrary Loan Service web page: http://www.library.ucla.edu/ill/index.html.

ORION2

ORION2 is the UCLA Library Information System. It contains information about most books, audiovisuals, microcomputer programs, and all currently received journal titles at all UCLA libraries. ORION2 is accessible from workstations in the Library and you can also search ORION2 from your home computer using the Bruin Online system. ORION2 contains your library account information; use your library card number on the back of your Bruin ID Card.

Journal Database access: California Digital Library (CDL) System

A number of journal article databases are available on the CDL-hosted system, including the MEDLINE/HealthSTAR database which has citations from MEDLINE covering 1966 to the present, and also citations from the HealthSTAR (Health Services, Technology, Administration, and Research) database covering 1975 to the present, BIOSIS Previews, and Current Contents. You can search the databases from workstations in the Library, the Public Health Computer Labs, and from your home computer using the Bruin Online system. The CDL hosted databases are available via the World Wide Web at http://www.melvyl.ucop.edu/.

Training and Consultation

UCLA Libraries offer several training courses, including the effective use of MEDLINE/HealthSTAR and the bibliography program EndNote as well as sessions on the World Wide Web and the Internet. Check the workshop schedule posted at the reference desk or on the Biomedical Library’s web page. Personal consultations and special workshops are also available. To make an appointment, inquire in person at the reference desk, by telephone to the Reference Office (310) 206-8016, or by email to: biomed-ref@library.ucla.edu.

Study Rooms

The Biomedical Library has meeting rooms for study groups. They are located on the second floor (take the stairs/elevator inside the library across from the Reference desk) on the first-come, first-serve basis. Arthur Ashe Center is the primary point of access for health care for UCLA students. Routine physicals and primary care are all included in registration fees. Some over the counter medications are sold in the pharmacy at a discount to students.

Medical Insurance Pan (MIP)

MIP provides benefits for medical emergencies, hospitalizations, surgeries, and other major medical expenses. MIP supplements the services provided by the Student Health Service. Health insurance is mandatory for all graduate students and all undergraduate students on non-immigrant visas. Adequate health insurance coverage must be maintained for all school terms (Fall, Winter, Spring) during which the student is enrolled at UCLA.

Parking is assigned through a need-base point system, which includes information such as class standing, commuting distance from campus and employment or professional school obligations. 

If you have a GSR appointment for more than 49%, you should be eligible to apply for campus parking.  You can ask your PI or personnel office for detail.  

In addition, there are a limited number of parking spaces available on campus at an hourly or daily rate.  Meter parking costs $0.25 for 8 minutes (the meters only take quarters). Daily permits for campus parking cost $8.00 and often sell out by mid-morning.

This service is provided for a fee to students who live in the greater Los Angeles Area. It is especially convenient for students who have a long commute and do not wish to drive or cannot get regular parking on campus.  Vanpools typically leave in the morning and return in the evening, so they are a good option if you will be on campus all day.  It is generally cheapest to pay by the month. Carpooling
Fill out the UCLA RideGuide at the Parking Office to receive a list of other people in your area who are interested in carpooling. Carpools receive special parking permits.  All members must be UCLA students, and Carpools must have at least 2 members.  Members must ride together at least 3 days per week, Monday through Friday.  Individuals who reside in the 90024, 90049, or 90025 areas are not eligible.  

Campus Express and Ackerman Express Buses

Campus Express is a shuttle that runs from 7:00 am-7:00 pm, Monday through Friday excluding holidays. A shuttle arrives at clearly marked stops across campus every 10-14 minutes. Express buses can be used to travel across campus or to selected on- and off-campus University Housing that does not have access to municipal bus lines.

Big Blue Bus (Santa Monica Bus System)

Lots of these bus lines service the UCLA campus.  The regular fare is $0.75.  Transfers to another Big Blue Bus are free.  Transfers to another bus system are $0.25.  

From UCLA, the Santa Monica “Big  Blue Bus” routes are:  

· Line 1 goes down Wilshire Blvd. 

· Line 2 goes down Santa Monica Blvd. 

· Line 3 goes down Wilshire, up to San Vicente, through Santa Monica, and all the way to LAX airport. 

· Line 8 goes past the Westside Pavilion mall to 3rd St. Promenade  in Santa Monica. 

· Line 10 goes on the 10 Freeway to downtown Los Angeles (Los Angeles Civic Center, Los Angeles Music Center, Union Station/Amtrak).

· Line 12 goes past the Westside Pavilion mall down Robertson Blvd. to Palms. 

Culver City Bus (Green Line)

The Culver CityBus system services the Westside communities of Blair Hills, Century City, Culver City, Mar Vista, Marina del Rey, Palms, Venice, Venice Beach, West Los Angeles, Westchester, and Westwood.  The fare is $0.75 per ride.  Transfers cost $0.25.  

· Line 6 goes between UCLA and LAX via Westwood Blvd., Wilshire, and Sepulveda. . 

Metro (Metropolitan Transit Authority of LA County)
www.mta.net

Metro is UCLA’s oldest and largest transit provider, operating more than 200 bus routes and 4 rail lines throughout greater Los Angeles.  The fare is $1.35 during the day and $.75 at night.  Tokens can be bought in rolls of 10 for $9, which makes the fare $.90 and more convenient. 

· From UCLA, Line 561 takes the 405 to LAX airport.

· From Wilshire Blvd., the red MetroRapid bus goes down Wilshire to downtown LA (this bus only stops at major intersections & is a very convenient way to get to Beverly Hills, major sites and businesses in LA, subway/rail stops, and downtown).

· Subway/rail in Los Angeles is clean, fast and convenient! It consists of 3 major lines:  Red (from downtown LA up to North Hollywood and out to Wilshire/Western), Blue (from near downtown LA down to Long Beach), and Green (east from Norwalk crossing the Blue line west to LAX). The downtown LA to Pasadena will open 2003.

· Union Station in downtown LA is a hub where you can get the Red line, connect up with more long-distance transportation - Greyhound, Amtrak, and Metrolink trains that go out farther into the LA metropolitan area in all directions.

Commuter Express – www.ladottransit.com provides routes and schedules for these routes that quickly connect areas of the city (UCLA to downtown, the SF Valley, Palms/Rancho Park).
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DISCOUNT PROGRAMS FOR BRUINS

BruinGO! Program: This program allows students to ride the Big Blue Bus and the Culver City Bus for only $0.25 if they swipe their BruinCard. Otherwise, the regular fare is $0.75.

Flash Pass: If take the Big Blue Bus or Culver City Bus lines frequently and don’t want to worry about having change on hand every time you ride, you may want to consider buying a Flash Pass for $22.50 per quarter.  The Flash Pass will let you board the bus on valid dates without paying $0.25 each time.    

Go Metro! This program is brand new in Fall 2005.  

UCLA will now pay half of the Metro Pass for eligible Bruins.

NAVIGATING THE BUILDING

The room layout for the Center for Health Sciences (CHS) is as follows: the first digit is the floor, the second is the corridor, and the last three are the room number. Therefore, room 13-681 would be on the first floor, the third corridor, and room 681.

Odd numbered corridors are parallel with themselves and so are even numbers. Corridor number 1 begins in the School of Public Health wing, and corridor number 2 transects corridor number1. The Student Services Office is the office of record for students in the UCLA School of Public Health. It maintains the official folders for all students within the school, and offers information and resources to assist with enrollment, degree program issues and career planning. All official student related forms should be picked up and returned to this office for processing. These forms include Leave of Absence, Blue Petitions, adding or dropping of classes after the deadline, doctoral committee nominations, Advancement to Candidacy, and student “data sheets”, to be updated each quarter by every student in the School of Public Health. The office, located in 16-085 CHS, is open Monday, Tuesday, Thursday, and Friday from 9:30AM to 3PM.
